The number of 1 and 2-bedroom flats completed in 2011 - 2012 was 106 (gross) compared to 43 in 2010-11 and significantly lower than the peaks of flat building between 2006-08.  Overall 1 and 2 bedroom dwellings (flats and houses) were 49% of gross completions in 2011-12. New smaller houses (1-3 bedroom) represented 30% of completions in 2011-12.

The 2001 Census provides data on dwelling size by habitable rooms rather than the number of bedrooms. This makes it difficult to assess how additional small dwellings have affected the overall composition of the dwelling stock.

The Core Strategy indicates that the East Surrey SHMA recommends that 65% of all new affordable homes should be 1 and 2 bedroom units (and 35% being 3 and 4 bedroom dwellings). Density of New Development
 There is no longer a national requirement that new housing should generally e constructed at a minimum density of 30 dwellings per hectare. Nevertheless it remains a useful benchmark for monitoring purposes and assessing whether efficient use is being made of land. In 2011-12, the average density of new housing was  24.2dw/ha a slight increase  on the rates of 22.5dw/ha which had been achieved in the previous two years.
